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Nowadays, it is common to see people wearing headphones or wireless earphones. Many young
people use them not only for music or videos ( (D ) also during online classes and meetings.

While these devices offer gconvenience, some experts are raising concerns. According to @a
recent study, doctors and hearing specialists in the UK have noticed an increase in young patients
experiencing hearing difficulties. These patients say that they can hear sounds, but often cannot
tell where the sounds are @(come ) from. The doctors said that this problem might be linked to the
regular use of noise-canceling earphones.

One specialist in London explained that the ability to listen well is different from simply hearing.
She said people should learn to notice @significant sounds and ignore background noise around them.
This skill helps us stay aware of our surroundings, such as a car horn or someone calling our name.
However, using earphones all the time may weaken this ability. In the future, this may result in

difficulties when we communicate ( ® ) others, especially in noisy environments.
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
